The Inaugural session commenced with the spiritual invocation of 
Saraswati Vandana. Followed by this celestiality, Dr. Rajendra Singh 
Kheechee – the Organising Secretary extended a cordial welcome to the 
esteemed guests and thereon reflected profusely on the theme of the 
conference. The key note speaker Prof. Shruti Tambe canvassed the 
thoughtful role of society while highlighting the rapid pace of social changes 
in the era of liberalisation. She opined that the presence of discrimination on 
the basis of colour, caste and religion in the society is an emerging obstacle in 
the way of India becoming a World Guru. The ideal of a welfare state without 
mainstreaming the marginalised seems to be a distant dream. The chief guest 
Mr. Govind Mathur enlightened the session with his deliberation on the role 
of constitutional values in the age of Globalisation. According to him, 
Globalisation can become a new weapon of exploitation owing to the lack of 
constitutional awareness. Presiding over the program, Prof. K.L. Shrivastava 
asserted that emphasis should be laid on the informed citizen while portraying 
the inter-relationship of the two distinct world of Globalisation and 
Information Technology. As per his point of view, society will remain 
backward and conservative owing to the lack of scientific thoughtfulness.  
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 Prof. Diwakar Vyas, Florida University, USA marked his esteemed 
presence with the online mode of this conference via Zoom channel of 
communication technology. In his deliberation, he presented his vision on the 
core idea of sustainable development and social change. He further 
exemplified that the growth ratio of the nation can only be perceived with the 
increase in the production on a larger scale in the country. And with this it 
would gradually appear to be quite beneficial for every individual in society. 
The special guest, Prof. S.P. Vyas while reflecting on the role of women’s 
education in social change, he asserted that the real change can only be 
witnessed with this ascending graph of Education. He conjectured that women 
centric policies can  be the major source of transformation for India as a 
country with traditional society.  

 

 During the Inaugural session the eminent personalities like Prof. Arvind 
Agarwal, Prof. R.S. Shrivastava and Prof. P.C. Jain were felicitated with the 
life time achievement award for their significant contribution to the field of 
Sociology. These three Professors were duly honoured by the council with a

On the first day of the conference, three technical sessions were 
conducted. The first technical session was presided by the eminent Prof. Kirti 
Rajimwale and was co-chaired by Dr. Shruti Tandon. Dr. Seema Hatila was 
the repertoire of the session.Globalisation, Social Transformation and 
Development. Prof. Kirti Rajimwale in her Presidential address reflected on 
the parameters while deliberating on the sociological interpretation of 
development. She asserted that with the pace of Time, development is certain 
to be accommodated. Dr. Shruti Tandon professed the idea that Globalisation 
is a double edged sword. And it has amended the parameters of development. 
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 The second technical session was chaired by Dr. Hariram Parihar. 
Dr.Mahesh Nawaria co-chaired the session and was the repertoire. 

In this session on the topic of Globalisation and Education and Health 
Development, Dr. Parihar delivered his address on the role of civil society 
during the corona crisis. He opined that human values are always tested in the 
crucial times. While highlighting the demerits of Globalization he conjectured 
that it is the reality to be comprehended. Dr. Mahesh Nawaria lectured on the 
various provisions of the New Education Policy from the perspectives of 
Globalisation.  

 

 The third technical session was chaired by Dr. Dinesh Kumar Gehlot. 
Dr.Parvez Ali co-chaired the session while Dr. Usha Rathore was the 
repertoire for the session. In this session on the discipline of Human Rights 
and Globalisation , Dr. Dinesh Kumar Gehlot enlightened the aura with his 
rich vision on the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and Globalisation. 
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He proposed that in the present era of Globalisation, the happiness of the last 
person should be the parameter of Development. The co-chair person of this 
session Dr. Parvez Ali meditated on the manifestation of the Directive 
Principles of the Indian Constitution from the rational context of 
Globalisation.  

 

 After the three technical sessions of the First Day of the conference, the 

AGM meet of the executives of the council was convened in the Guest House 

of Jai Narain Vyas University at 6 pm in the evening.
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Followed by this meeting a cultural fest was organized where the students 
enriched the aura with their beautiful presentations. 
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 On 19th November 2022 - the second day of the conference, the 
technical sessions commenced from 9 am onwards. Parallel technical sessions 
were organised. The fourth technical session was chaired by Dr. Ashutosh 
Vyas and Dr. Rajshree Ranawat co-chaired the session. While,  the repertoire 
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of the session was Dr. Ashutosh Vyas in his Presidential address reflected on 
the changing paradigms and development strategy of Rajasthan. And Dr. 
Rajshree Ranawat bestowed her grace with her portrayal of the status and 
significance of tradition and culture in the era of Urbanization.  

 

The fifth session was held as a parallel session. Dr. Manorama 
Upadhyaya was the chair person of this session and Dr. Richa Bohra co-
chaired the session. Dr. Mahesh Parihar was the repertoire of this session. Dr. 
Manorama Upadhyaya delivered the proliferation of ideas with a keen 
perception of the indigenous measures of ancient Indian Culture and the 
propagation of the ideal of Vasudev Kutumbhkam as a rich contribution of 
India to the vistas of World Literature. Dr. Richa Bohra profusely deliberated 
on the universal ideology of  humanistic development in Indian literature and 
thereon exemplified with the concept of language and culture in the emerging 
trends of the sociology of literature. 
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 The sixth technical session was presided over by Dr. Paresh Dwivedi 
and Dr. Subodh Kumar co-chaired the session. While Dr Geetika Kachhawah 
was the repertoire .  

 

 After the noontime of the 19th November, the Valedictory session was 
conducted. This session was festooned with the esteemed presence of Prof. 
Dalpat Singh Rajpurohit, University of Texas, Austin (USA) who joined the 
hybrid mode of this conference. He spoke on the comprehensive subject of 
womanhood while drawing a coherent connection between literature and 
society. He contemplated that with the change of social values the status of 
women’ deliberation has also imbibed a new amendment. The chief guest of 
the Valedictory session was the erudite Prof. L. N. Harsh, Former Vice 
Chancellor, Agriculture University, Jodhpur. He asserted that Globalisation is 
just a single phase which eventually transforms with the change of time and 
thereon would present a new picture to the face of society.  
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 Prof. K.N. Vyas  as a special guest to the occasion showered his 
magnificence with a rich deliberation on the effects of Globalisation on Indian 
Society. He proposed that Globalisation has laid a fertile ground for the 
emergence of Regional Performances. Another guest of honour, Prof. D. S. 
Kheechee professed the idea that Globalisation is not just linked to the 
economic system but rather it affects comprehensively the complete evolution 
of society. Prof. K.L. Regar (Dean, Faculty of Arts) presided the program. He 
asserted that the events and incidents of society paves the ground for the 
evolution of new ideas in literature.
